ASK THE RABBI

Question When did we cease to be called Hebrews or I$eseli
and became known as Jews?

Answer: This is actually a three part question, the fisitt is when
were we Jews called Hebrews, the second was whenweecalled
Israelites, and finally the third part is when did finally come to
be called Jews?

It appears that the terhtebrewsis the oldest description of the
people who would eventually be called Jews. It ashlikely that
Jews were called Hebrews because that was thedgaghat the
early tribe or tribes spoke. Hebrew, the langu&gs,its roots in
the Akkadian language. The Akkadians were people evfginated
in what is present day Iraq and Syria. Therefdre term Hebrews
was probably used prior to the time of the Torath & to about
1300 BCE.

The termisraelite comes from the name given to our forebear
Jacob after he spent the evening (prior to sedmbriother, Esau),
wrestling with an angel or divine being. Jacob sssfully wrestled
the angel and before the angel departed, Jacol &ska blessing.
Instead, the angel changed Jacob’s name to Isneelhing “he
who wrestles with God.” According to the Torah,dlatad twelve
children, of whom we are the spiritual progeny.eifieaving Egypt
and becoming an independent people, it seemstthatame more
acceptable to call this conglomeration of tribeadtites, as
opposed to Hebrews.

After arriving in the Promised Land, a single kingdwas
established under first Saul, and then David. Afterdeath of
King Solomon, the kingdom was split into two kinga®as a result
of a civil war, and these kingdoms became knowisa®! in the
north and Judah in the south. Finally, in 722 B&Ig,Northern
Kingdom of Israel was beaten in battle and distditsethe
Assyrians. Since the tribe of Judah (one of thes sfrdacob) now
dominated the southern Kingdom, it became knowdudsh.

In Hebrew, even today, Jews are referred tgetsudiwhich was
translated by the Romans into Latiniadeas.Later this was
translated into the English as Jew and it refetoesbmeone who
was an adherent of the Jewish religion.

While it is possible that after 722 BCE we werdathllews by
others, we really do not have evidence of this leefoe Roman
period when we see it in some of their writingske_so many other
things, we Jews seemed to have been given ournineame by the
Romans.
